This chart can help you understand the difference between COVID-19, a cold, flu and allergies. Track your symptoms in
the “My symptoms” column to share with your doctor. Call your doctor if you think you have symptoms of COVID-19
or the flu, or if you have been around someone who has tested positive or has symptoms of either condition.
